SUBJECT: Member contribution rates from 1 April 2018

The purpose of this circular is to confirm member contributions effective from 1 April 2018.
This concerns contributions made under the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme 1992 (FPS 1992),
the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme (Scotland) (FPS 2006), and the Firefighters’ Pension
Scheme (Scotland) Regulations (FPS 2015).

Key information in this circular

As previously advised in circular 02/2015, contribution rates remain unchanged with a
1% adjustment made to the pensionable pay bands for the existing FPS 1992 and FPS
2006 schemes.

The revised pay bands for the Firefighters Pension Schemes are set out below.
