Scottish Teachers’ Superannuation Scheme
Consultation on changes proposed by The Teachers’ Superannuation (Scotland)
Amendment Regulations 2016

| enclose for any comments that you may have, a draft of The Teachers’ Superannuation
(Scotland) Amendment Regulations 2016. | would be grateful if you would distribute this
letter and attachments as widely as possible.

These Regulations amend the Teachers’ Superannuation (Scotland) Regulations 2005 (“the
2005 Regulations”). Certain provisions have retrospective effect from 1% April 2015.
Paragraph 3 amends regulation C3 of the 2005 Regulations so that an employee pays
contributions by reference to actual annual salary (rather than full-time equivalent annual
salary). This reflects the agreement reached on how member contributions should be
determined and mirrors the provisions already set out for the 2015 scheme.

Paragraphs 4, 5 and 6 make correction to typographical errors and paragraph 7 provides
clarity that the employer contribution rate is determined by regular scheme valuations.
Paragraph 8 reflects a change of name for the Scottish Further Education Unit.
